Why	Belonging	is	so	important:	

You	Belong	to	God’s	family.	

Every	family	member	has	a	responsibility	to	care	for	the	others.	
19	…you	are	members	of	God’s	very	own	family,	citizens	of	God’s	country,	and	you	belong	in	God’s	household	
with	every	other	Christian.	Ephesians	2:19	(TLB)

You	are	a	part	of	God’s	construction.	

A	building	is	only	as	strong	as	its	members.	
…	you	are	fellow	citizens	with	the	saints	and	members	of	the	household	of	God,	built	on	the	foundation	of	the	
apostles	and	prophets,	Christ	Jesus	himself	being	the	cornerstone,	in	whom	the	whole	structure,	being	joined	
together,	grows	into	a	holy	temple	in	the	Lord.	In	him	you	also	are	being	built	together	into	a	dwelling	place	
for	God	by	the	Spirit.	Ephesians	2:20-22(ESV)	

You	are	a	part	of	the	Body	of	Christ.	

A	body	is	healthy	when	every	part	is	doing	its	part.	
Just	as	there	are	many	parts	to	our	bodies,	so	it	is	with	Christ’s	body.		
We	are	all	parts	of	it,	and	it	takes	every	one	of	us	to	make	it	complete,	for	we	each	have	different	work	to	do.	
So	we	belong	to	each	other,	and	each	needs	all	the	others.	Romans	12:4-5	(TLB)		

Belonging	carries	a	responsibility	of	serving	and	caring	for	others.

We’ll	never	have	the	heart	of	a	servant	if	we	are	the	priority.	

The	heart	of	a	servant:	

A	servant	sees	Jesus	in	everyone	they	serve.	

A	servant	is	focused	on	the	needs	of	others.	

A	servant	puts	service	over	status.

A	servant	puts	caring	over	convenience.	
1		Those	of	us	who	are	strong	and	able	in	the	faith	need	to	step	in	and	lend	a	hand	to	those	who	falter,	and	
not	just	do	what	is	most	convenient	for	us.	Strength	is	for	service,	not	status.	2		Each	one	of	us	needs	to	look	
after	the	good	of	the	people	around	us,	asking	ourselves,	"How	can	I	help?"	3		That's	exactly	what	Jesus	did.	
He	didn't	make	it	easy	for	himself	by	avoiding	people's	troubles,	but	waded	right	in	and	helped	out….Romans	
15:1-3	(MSG)		

A	Servant	is	willing	to:	

Willing	to	do	what	seems	insignificant.		
Willing	to	see	people	through	a	lens	of	love.		

Willing	to	get	dirty	and	uncomfortable	to	bless	others.	

25		The	way	God	designed	our	bodies	is	a	model	for	understanding	our	lives	together	as	a	church:	every	part	
dependent	on	every	other	part,	the	parts	we	mention	and	the	parts	we	don't,	26		the	parts	we	see	and	the	
parts	we	don't.
