Before you know it, a sense of God's wholeness, everything coming together for 
good, will come and settle you down. It's wonderful what happens when Christ displaces worry at the center 
of your life. Philippians 4:6-7 (MSG)

The challenge: Make it your quest to  God’s character.

And I ask him that with both feet planted firmly on love, 
you'll be able to take in with all Christians the extravagant dimensions of Christ's love. Reach out and 
experience the breadth! Test its length! Plumb the depths! Rise to the heights!  Live full lives, full in the 
fullness of God. Ephesians 3:16-19 (MSG)
