Love does not delight in evil but rejoices 
with the truth. It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres. 1 Corinthians 13:4-7 (NIV)


To Honor others: to value, or highly esteem; to treat as weighty or valuable.

We can’t love others without  others.

Love is patient, love is kind….It (love) does not dishonor others… 1 Corinthians 13:4 (NIV)


Respect is based on ; honor is 
based on . 

God calls us to honor and respect .

Don’t just pretend to love others. Really love them. Hate what is wrong. Hold tightly to what is good.  Love 
each other with genuine affection, and take delight in honoring each other. Romans 12:9-10 (NLT)


If you love only those people who love you, will God reward you for this? Even tax collectors love their friends. 
If you greet only your friends, what's so great about this? Don't even unbelievers do that? But you must 
always act like your Father in heaven. Matthew 5:46-48 (CEV)


We honor others because

than you yourself, and you have crowned us  with glory and honor. Psalm 8:4-5 (CEV)


God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. Romans 5:8 (NIV)


We won’t honor others until our  of others is changed.

Honor everyone. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honor the emperor. 1 Peter 2:17 (CEV)
