But God showed how much he loved us by having Christ die for us, even though we were sinful.9 But there is
more! Now that God has accepted us because Christ sacrificed his life's blood, we will also be kept safe from
God's anger. Romans 5:8-9 (CEV)

For since our friendship with God was restored by the death of his Son while we were still his enemies, we will
certainly be saved through the life of his Son. 11 So now we can rejoice in our wonderful new relationship with
God because our Lord Jesus Christ has made us friends of God. Romans 5:10-11 (NLT)

You know the story of how Adam landed us in the dilemma we’re in—first sin, then death, and no one exempt
from either sin or death. That sin disturbed relations with God in everything and everyone, but the extent of the
disturbance was not clear until God spelled it out in detail to Moses. So death, this huge abyss separating us
from God, dominated the landscape from Adam to Moses. Even those who didn’t sin precisely as Adam did by
disobeying a specific command of God still had to experience this termination of life, this separation from God.
But Adam, who got us into this, also points ahead to the One who will get us out of it. 15-17 Yet the rescuing gift
is not exactly parallel to the death-dealing sin. If one man’s sin put crowds of people at the dead-end abyss of
separation from God, just think what God’s gift poured through one man, Jesus Christ, will do! There’s no

comparison between that death-dealing sin and this generous, life-giving gift. The verdict on that one sin was the

death sentence; the verdict on the many sins that followed was this wonderful life sentence. If death got the
upper hand through one man’s wrongdoing, can you imagine the breathtaking recovery life makes, absolute life
in those who grasp with both hands this wildly extravagant life-gift, this grand setting-everything-right, that the
one man Jesus Christ provides? Romans 5:12-17 (MSG)

® Being made right with God enables us to experience the of God.
We were therefore buried with Him through baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from the
dead through the glory of the Father, we too may walk in newness of life. Romans 6:4

It stands to reason, doesn't it, that if the alive-and-present God who raised Jesus from the dead moves into
your life, he’ll do the same thing in you that he did in Jesus, bringing you alive to himself? When God lives and
breathes in you (and he does, as surely as he did in Jesus), you are delivered from that dead life. With His Spirit
living in you, your body will be as alive as Christ’s! Romans 8:10-11 (MSG)
