Questions that can be used in Connection Groups: 
These questions also work well for personal time with God. 

What scripture and/or point spoke most to you from the Talk on Sunday? Explain.

What does this statement mean to you: New life isn’t just for the broken - it’s for the breathing?

(This might be a tough question) Read John 3:8. What does that scripture mean to you? 
How would you explain (in your own words) what it means to put your faith in what Jesus did on the cross 
for us?

Why has God's mission always been to save the world? How should we respond to Him?
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
